Purpose 
 
��Decrease the threat to health and safety of both hu-

mans and animals in emergencies. 
 

��Prevent or decrease the spread of disease during emer-
gencies affecting animals. 
 

��Minimize the loss or separation of animals from their 
owners. 

 

What is DART? 
 
Disaster response begins and ends at the 
local level, so there is a need for local re-
sponse groups to be formed prior to a large scale emergency, 
including animal response teams. WC-DART is a local group 
of diverse volunteers that are willing to respond, when acti-
vated, to an emergency impacting animals. 
 
WC-DART was developed collaboratively by the Washington 
County/Johnson City EMA and community stakeholders. 

What does DART do? 
 
DART’s purpose is to respond during a disaster or emergency 
that negatively impacts animals.  DART members can have 
various duties ranging from the strike 
teams that go to the disaster area and re-
cover animals, to setting up temporary 
shelters for evacuated animals. The level 
of response is determined by the severity 
and duration of the emergency or disaster.
